This year’s theme was 
“Discovering Biblical Manhood/Womanhood” as students 
learned what God’s identity and purpose is for them as men and 
women. Bill Dye, pastor at North Monroe, led the guys’ group, 
and Jen Hatmaker, nationally known speaker and author, led the 
ladies’ group. Please continue to pray for this current generation 
as they seek their identity and purpose as men and women of God 
in a world that communicates confusing messages in this area.
